Kalaupapa  is a sacred and historic settlement nestled beneath the cliffs that 
tower above the scenic coastline of the Island of Molokai.   
It is a testament to the legacies of both Saint Damien & Saint 
Marianne and is a living tribute to the memory of the thousands who were 
banished here so many years ago.  Kalaupapa is only accessible to invited guests 
and Bishop Larry Silva has made special arrangements, through Seawind Tours & 
Travel, Inc., for a limited number of visitors to accompany him as he visits this 
spiritual place. 
 
Kalaupapa Pilgrimages with Bishop Larry  includes round-trip 
charter air transportation from Honolulu, (those traveling from outer Islands are 
responsible to provide their own transportation to Honolulu) ground transportation 
in Kalaupapa, a special Mass celebrated at St. Philomena Church, a guided tour of 
Kalaupapa and Kalawao narrated by a Kalaupapa Historian and a picnic-style lunch.  
The tour operates from approximately 8:00am -3:00pm.  The cost of the day-trip is 
399.00 per person (non-refundable) and early registration is recommended as space 
is limited.
